· Minimum GPA of 3.0

· Completed application form. 
· Three (3) letters of recommendations from choice of high school teachers, administrators, counselors, employers, or individual with significant knowledge of applicant’s experience and involvement.  
· An official and recent high school and/or college/university transcript with cumulative grade point average of 3.0 on a 4.0 scale.  
· College and/or university acceptance letter(s).
· Essay- In a minimum of 500 words, please answer the essay questions.  The use of Artificial Intelligence (AI) is STRICTLY PROHIBITED. No handwritten essays will be accepted.
